Also,
it will be used by local
pastors to reach the
indigenous people that
live in the areas of the
surrounding rivers of the
Amazon jungle. This
trip will give us the
opportunity to contact
many pastors who are
willing to evangelize with
us and to begin
organizing future
leadership training

Our destination is
the city of Guayaramerin
which I visited on my
teaching trip with Pastor
Mel last year. We were
blessed to teach in the
cities of Riberalta,
Guayaramerin , and
Humaita. We traveled
by plane, boat and canoe
to reach these locations.

Guayaramerin is
located in northwest
Bolivia close to the
border with Brazil. The
trip is going to take
around 19 hours. We
will fly to the city of
Santa Cruz and then to
Trinidad where we will
change planes to
Guayaramerin. We will
be there for almost two
weeks working to finish
the riverboat.
